What is “Give $2”?

The Bible teaches us to be good stew-
ards of God’s money. Give $2 is an
initiative to pay off the church’s build-
ing loan sooner. It is simple yet im-
pactful. To participate, in addition to
your normal tithing, give an additional
$2 using the envelopes on the wel-
come counter designated for the Give
$2 offering. This will be paid directly
on the building loan principal every
month. This “principal only payment”
reduces the amount owed on the loan
which shortens the life of the loan and
reduces the amount of interest that
accrues. For example, last quarter
the monthly loan payment plus the
Give $2 offering reduced the loan
balance by $34,761.66! Without the
Give $2 offering, it would have been
reduced by $19,960.91. This means
that the Give $2 offering reduced
the loan by $14,800.75. Any ques-
tions you have can be emailed to
jennifer@zionhillbuford.org or
harley@zionhillbuford.org.
