It was 154 years ago, on August 20, 
1868, that Zion Hill Baptist Church in 
Buford was founded. It came out of a 
brush harbor less than a mile from our 
current location. The members dedi-
cated this “house” to the Lord. We are 
the descendants of that beginning 
when the “house” was built. Let us cel-
ebrate our heritage as a church family, 
thanking our Lord for His blessings of 
grace and mercy through the years. 
Let us be faithful to carry out the Great 
Commission of proclaiming the Gospel
