offering goes directly to paying on 
the building loan principle and can

What is the  

impact of the

When the new church building was 
financed in 2008, the loan balance 

was $1,302,000.00. If only the  
minimum payments were made each 
month, the remaining balance as of 

December 2022, would be 
$757,742.32. Due to the Give $2 

offering, the remaining loan  
balance is $382,914.89. This is a 

savings of $374,827.43!
